About 60 quilts are sent 

annually to Lutheran World Relief for 

distribution to those in need around the 

world.

Our Redeemer Church has begun a partnership with Community Action of 
Ventura County (CAVC). This non-profit organization has been serving low 
income families and the homeless since 1969. Several members have visited the 
CAVC campus in Oxnard. We spoke with Ninna Castellano (Director of Homeless 
Services) who suggested ways we can assist them in their work with low income 
families and the homeless population. We are going to help them by collecting 
and donating the following items:  
 

 September: Towels (can be gently used), wash cloths and soap 
 October: Breakfast (cereal, milk, fruit bowls and spoons) 
 November: Sock month, men and women's socks 
 December: Beanies, for adults and children. We will also do Christmas 

cookies and a new book for the children 
 

They also take donations of clothes, which they give away. They don't sell 
them. Whatever is donated, we will be able to deliver.
